Articles of Incorporation

of the

Endecott-Endicott Family Association, Inc.

Known all men by these presents:

That the undersigned do hereby form a non-stock, non-profit corporation under the provisions of Chapter 273 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes:

Article I

The name of the corporation shall be the “Endecott-Endicott Family Association, Inc., hereinafter referred to as the “Association.”

Article II

The period of duration thereof is perpetual.

Article III

The objects and purposes of the corporation and the powers it shall have and may exercise are as follows: 

A. The corporation is organized for the express purpose of educational and is established to continue the quest to perpetuate the Endecott-Endicott heritage and to strive to enhance the family history and genealogy efforts on the knowns and unknowns of that heritage. The corporation will be exclusively for the informational exchange of the research efforts of the Endecott-Endicott family history and genealogy.

B. To have and exercise all the power and authority granted the corporation by Chapter 273 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes and any other applicable laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Article IV

No part of the corporation’s earnings may benefit any person having a personal and private interest with the activities of the Association, except that the corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered. No part of the activities of this corporation shall be for the carrying of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate in or intervene in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office. Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles, the corporation shall not carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on by a corporation exempt from Federal Income Tax under Section 501 c (7) of the Internal Revenue Code. 

Article V

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, the Executive Committee of the Association shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of all of the liabilities of the corporation dispose of the assets of the corporation through donation to the Endecott Meeting House for the upkeep and maintenance of that historic structure, cemetery and grounds, or to another museum, historical society or non-profit organization whose primary purpose is the preservation of the history of the Endecott-Endicott family throughout the United States and/or the Massachusetts Bay Colony.

Article VI

Membership in the Association shall be open to all descendants of Governor John Endecott of the Massachusetts Bay Colony and to any other individuals interested in the history of the Endecott-Endicott family. Rights and privileges of membership shall be determined and fixed by the Association by-laws.

Article VII

The number, qualifications, rights and duties of the Board of Directors of the Association, their terms of service and the manner of election shall be set forth in the by-laws as adopted and amended from time to time by a majority vote of the members of the Association present at the bi-annual Endecott-Endicott Family Association, Inc. meeting or reunion. These by-laws shall not be inconsistent with the laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
